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Measurement < 5th Centile
You have been referred for a review of your scan because your 
baby’s head, waist or leg measurement is less than the 5th centile. 
Measuring less than the 5th centile means that your baby’s head/
waist/leg measurement is less than 95% of other babies of the 
same age. In most cases this variation is normal and you may not 
need any extra appointments after this review.

The Fetal Medicine Unit
The Fetal Medicine Unit (FMU) is made up of a team of doctors 
and midwives who specialise in the medical care of babies before 
they are born. One of the doctors in the FMU will review your scan 
images and measurements electronically. You will be contacted 
by an FMU midwife within 5 working days of the referral to let 
you know the outcome of this review and whether a follow up 
appointment is required.
