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This leaflet has been written to guide you through the process
of encrypting the photos of your genital skin problem, prior to
emailing them to us.

Photo diagnosis is one way of getting a skin problem looked at
by a doctor or nurse. The photo diagnosis service is available for
individuals aged 18 years and older and who are considered by a
clinician to meet the required entry criteria. If you do wish to use
this service, we recommend you encrypt your images, so they are
sent as securely as possible.

If you do not feel happy taking or sending photos of your skin
problem, there is no obligation. Just let us know and we can
arrange for you to come into a clinic instead.

To send us your encrypted photos please follow the following steps
below carefully. Please note, you will need to register for an ‘Egress
Account’ to be able to use this service — see below for details.

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Step 1 -
Initial telephone appointment

Before you send any photos, you must have an initial telephone
appointment with a doctor or nurse. They will ask some questions
about your problem and check that it is suitable for you to use the
photo diagnosis service. If it is, they will explain the process and
check you are happy to proceed.

Step 2 -
Receiving a text message

Following your initial telephone appointment, we will ask you to
send a ‘test email’ to our secure email address. This is so we can
confirm your details are all correct and linked to the right email
address.

You will receive a text message telling you:
¢ Your clinic ID
e Qur secure email address

Step 3 -
Sending a ‘test email’

When you write the test email to us (using the address provided in
the text message), please make sure you:

In the ‘subject field’

e \Write the word ‘consent’

In the message body of the email put:
e Clinic ID (given to you in the text message)
e Date of birth

e Mobile phone number

If any errors are picked up by our team, we will contact you to
confirm — It is vital your details are correct.
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Step 4 -
Receiving a secure email

Once your ‘test email’ is received, a ‘secure email” will then be sent
to you from our @nhs.net email address.

Step 5 -
Opening the secure link

e The subject of the email you will receive will be:
‘[secure] consent to undertaking a consultation for photo
diagnosis’

e Open the email and click on the ‘Open secure email’ weblink.
This will direct you to the NHS encryption provider’s webpage —
‘Egress’

e |f you have not already, you will need to register for an
Egress account.

— You will be redirected to an external website which will guide
you through the registration process to create an account — this
should only take a few minutes.

e |f you have previously registered, the system should display the
Egress Authentication screen.

To log in:

e Enter your Egress ID — this will be your email address that you
registered with.

e Enter your Password

e Click Sign In

e Once registered and signed in, you will be able to open the
secure email.

Step 6 -
Sending your images
Click the ‘Reply’ button on the secure test email

In the message body of your email, again write:
e Clinic number

e Date of Birth

e Mobile phone number

Attach your images -

Please makes sure that: they are of good quality and not blurred
and that there are no identifiable features visible (e.g., ensure your
face is not in the picture, and unless relevant for the diagnosis,
identifiable marks such as tattoos/birthmarks are covered).

Once the images have been attached, click ‘send’

Step 7 -
Follow-up
e \When your images have been received, if we have any queries

about your photos, a member of our admin team may contact
you.

e |f there are no queries, they will be uploaded to your confidential
patient record and fully deleted from the email account and the
relevant computer.

e You will then have a follow-up telephone appointment, where a
clinician will review your images with you and make a plan.

e A text message will be sent to you confirming the date and time
slot for this appointment.
